Select Your Real Hero’s Category

O Animal Rescue Hero
An act of heroism by an animal and or individual on
behalf of animal welfare

O Education Hero
An Act of heroism by an individual in a school or other
educational setting

O Good Samaritan—Adult
An individual, 21 years and above, who has shown an
act of heroism in some unusual way or in a time of
crisis, or who has shown sacrificial and extraordinary
commitment to the ongoing serious needs and chal-
lenges in Monterey/San Benito County

O Good Samaritan—Youth
Same as above, under the age of 21

O Medical Professional Hero
An act of heroism by a medical professional whose
actions went beyond the scope of their jobs to help
another in critical need (includes doctors, nurses,
EMT, hospital/clinic staff, etc).

O Military Hero
An act of heroism by a member of the armed services
(commissioned or non-commissioned).

Law Enforcement Hero

An act of heroism by those that work for agencies such
as police, highway patrol, Sheriff's department, parole,
or juvenile justice department

Professional Rescue Hero

Heroism by people associated with any 9-1-1 dispatch,
fire, search and rescue, ambulance or related emer-
gency response

Workplace Hero
An act of heroism by an individual in the workplace
environment

Spirit of the Red Cross:
Outstanding efforts by an individual(s) exemplifying the
humanitarian mission of the American Red Cross

Most Prepared Company (New)
A company that is headquartered in Monterey/San
Benito County that has gone above and beyond to
incorporate Disaster Preparedness and Employee
Safety in core mission and values.
